Brentwood to Feature the Largest Gigabit 
Broadband Service Network in the Bay Area 
  
Brentwood has approved a plan to 
install gigabit broadband Internet 
service to large areas of the 
city.  The new Internet service will be 
more than 50 times faster than 
conventional high-speed Internet --
 thus creating a significant 
advantage for attracting tech 
businesses.   
  
On May 13, the City Council approved an agreement with 
Santa Rosa-based Sonic.net, in which more than 8,000 
households and businesses will be able to receive gigabit 
internet service.  The network will be privately financed, 
without any City funding required.   
  
This deal will make Brentwood the first city in the Bay Area to 
feature a widespread gigabit broadband network available to 
residents and businesses. Additional information is available 
here.
