Recycled Water Fill Station

¢ Vehicle Weight Limits: The residential Recycled Water
Fill Station continues to be popular with residents. To
date, over 10,000,000 gallons of free recycled water has
been distributed to residents. As a reminder, residents
are encouraged to be mindful of how much water weighs
(275 gallons of water weighs about 2,300 pounds) and
how much weight their vehicles are designed to carry or
haul. Attached, please find a Vehicle Payload Capacities
chart that lists the approximate payload capacities for
some of the more popular vehicle models. To ensure the
safety of everyone on the roads, please do not haul more
water than your vehicle can safely carry.

e Closed Saturday, 9/19 and 9/26: The Fill Station, located
at the City’'s Wastewater Treatment Plant, 2251 Elkins
Way, will be closed Saturday, 9/19 and 9/26 to help
accommodate the additional vehicle traffic generated by
the City’'s Neighborhood Cleanup Events scheduled for
these dates (see following article). The Fill Station will be
open all other days these weeks during their regular
operation hours: Monday — Friday, from 8:00 a.m. to
7:00 p.m. and Sunday, from 7:00 a.m. to 3:30 p.m.
